Part 5.  Terms and Conditions

Registration Fee

A non-refundable registration fee (see exceptions below) of £80.00 is charged to secure a place at the Nursery. In return, when your child begins their placement, they will receive a Outdoor-Fun rucksack including waterproofs, sun hat, water bottle, buff and gloves/mittens. 
Parents may also want to send spare clothes and nappy changing items within the rucksack. The outdoor wear items will then be owned by the parent/carers of child
We request that the £45 registration fee is paid at the time of enrolment. The fee is payable by bank transfer to OutdoorFun, sort code 23-69-72, account number 14614899. Please quote your child's full name as a reference.

Start Date

If, after enrolment, you require to delay your child's advised start date please note that Outdoor- Fun Forest School Nursery can only guarantee to accommodate a delay in start date by a maximum of one month. If you request to delay your child's start date by more than one month this will be accommodated where possible. If your request for a longer delay to your start date cannot be accommodated, Outdoor-Fun Forest School Nursery reserves the right to amend your child's start date to a convenient time for all parties.
Payment of Fees

Fees are payable one month in advance by the 5th of each month by standing order and are non-refundable in the event of your child’s absence.  Fees are normally subject to annual review but may be revised at other times with reasonable notice.  Outdoor-Fun Forest School Nursery reserves the right to charge 2% of the monthly fee for late payment of fees.  
Attendance

Extra sessions must be paid for in advance.  If you wish to decrease your child’s attendance, we require one month’s written notice.  

Termination Notice

One month’s notice in writing, or payment in lieu of notice, must be given if you wish to withdraw your child from the Nursery.  

Start and Finish Times

Outdoor-Fun Forest School Nursery operates between the hours of 7.30am to 6pm.  Parents/carers must inform the nursery by 8.30am if their child is not attending the nursery that day, otherwise the nursery will be delayed leaving for the woodland activities, as staff will assume a problem exists and will make attempts to contact the parents/carers or emergency contacts.  
Drop off and pick up times are between 7.30am/9am/1pm /3pm/5pm. We request that children are dropped off no later than 9am to assist with the smooth running for staff and children to develop woodland activities. If parents/carers are running late they must inform the nursery as soon as possible and staff will make arrangements, where possible.
Children cannot be cared for out with the normal nursery hours; therefore Outdoor-Fun Forest School Nursery reserves the right to charge £15 per child for every 15 minutes late in collection.

Medical Symptoms and Medication
For the health and welfare of all children who come to the nursery we request that you do not bring your child into nursery if they are ill or have an infectious disease. All unexplained rashes will be treated as infectious until they have been assessed by a doctor. We reserve the right to contact you or your emergency contacts to make arrangements for you to collect your child from the Nursery if staff feel that your child is not well enough to attend.  
Following an infectious illness, it is essential that your child does not attend the nursery until they are no longer at risk of infecting others. If your child has had symptoms of vomiting or diarrhoea (or both), it is essential that they do not attend until 48 hours after the symptoms have stopped.

If your child is on any medication which must be administered whilst attending the Forest School Nursery, you must complete a medicine consent form giving instructions on times and dosage and sign on a daily basis.
